· Christ’s Deity: Jesus Christ is God – “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God and the Word was God. John 1:1
 
· Christ’s Nature: Jesus Christ has Eternally Existed – “He was in the beginning with God.” John 1:2
 
· Christ’s Sovereignty: Jesus Christ is Creator – “All things were made through Him and without Him nothing was made that was made. John 1:3
 
· Christ’s Essence: Jesus Christ is Life and Light – “In Him was life and the life was the light of men.”

· Christ’s Purpose: Jesus Christ came to earth to pierce and overcome the darkness – “And the light shines in the darkness, and the darkness did not comprehend (overcome) it. John 1:5
